CONCEPT OF SCHOOL-BASED ASSESSMENT (PBS)

1.1
What is School Based Assessment (PBS)?
PBS is a holistic form of assessment.  It assesses 4 aspects; cognitive (intellectual), affective (emotional and spiritual), psychomotor (physical) and social, in accordance with the National Education Philosophy. 
It is both an assessment for learning and assessment of learning, both formative and summative, assessing both the process and the product of learning.
It also assesses the academic and non-academic fields. It is carried out/undertaken by the school but organized in accordance with the procedures prescribed by the Examination Board.

Is School Based Assessment something new?
No, it has been implemented by teachers in schools such as Workplace Assessment Practical (AWARE), School-Based Oral Test (ULBS), Oral Assessment School-based (PLBS) Fardh Ain Basics (PAFA), projects, quizzes, Q & A, and other performances.

What are the components of PBS?
PBS component consists of two categories: academic and non- academic. Academic category consists of School Assessment (PS) and Assessment Center (PP), while non-academic category consists of Psychometric Assessment (PPsi) and Assessment of Physical Activity, Sport and Co-curricular (PAJSK).

SCHOOL ASSESSMENT
2.1
What is School Assessment (PS)?
PS is designed, built, managed, recorded and reported by the subject teacher, using guidelines given by the Examination Board. The teacher carries out continuous assessment during the process of teaching and learning.

PS is implemented in the form of formative assessment and summative assessment.

PS serves as an assessment for learning (assessment for learning) and assessment of learning (assessment of learning). 
3.0 
CENTRALIZED ASSESSMENT (PP)
3.1
What is Centralized Assessment (PP)?
PP is an assessment conducted in schools using regulations, instruments, assignments, guidelines, regulations scoring, grading and reporting issued by the Examination Board (LP).

When is PP carried out?
PP for secondary school is carried in Form 3.  It is called PT3. 
3.4
Can PT3 be implemented in a group?
Tasks can be implemented as a group but scoring is given individually.
3.5 
What subjects are tested under PT3?

7 subjects are tested.  For the Written Tests, they are Bahasa Melayu, English Language, Mathematics, Science, Kemahiran Hidup Bersepadu and Pendidikan Islam.  For Bahasa Melayu and English Language, there is the Oral and Listening Test in addition to the Written Test.  Sejarah and Geografi use Multiple Instrument Tests.

When is PT3 usually carried out?

Multiple Instrument Tests are usually carried out from June to July.

For the Oral & Listening Tests, they are usually carried out in August.

The Written Tests are carried out in October.

PHYSICAL ACTIVITY ASSESSMENT, AND SPORTS CO-CURRICULUM (PAJSK)
4.1
What is PAJSK?
PAJSK assesses the participation, engagement and achievement of students in sports activities, co-curricular and extra-curricular activities. It includes the Physical Fitness Standards National (SEGAK) and Body Mass Index (BMI).
4.2
When is PAJSK carried out?
PAJSK for primary school is carried out in Year 4 from 2014 onwards, Year 5 from 2015 and Year 6 from 2016.

PAJSK for secondary school is to be implemented in Form 1 from 2012, Form 2 from 2013, Form 3 in 2014, Form 4 from 2015 and Form 5 from 2016.

PSYCHOMETRIC ASSESSMENT (PPsi)
5.1
What is Psychometric Assessment (PPsi)?
PPsi is implemented in schools to measure innate ability and acquired abilities, thinking skills, problem solving skills, career interests, aptitudes, attitudes and personality of students. This assessment is not based curriculum and teaching and learning.
5.2
What is Psychometric Assessment for?
Information obtained from Psychometric assessment can be used by teachers to adapt and diversify teaching methods, learning and the construction of PS instruments.  It is also used to assist the school in streaming students into Arts and Sciences in Form 4.
